Since the date of this meeting Adirondack Park Agency, (APA), representative Trevor Fravor made an
onsite visit to Parcel # 091.2-1-4, located at 1537 Jerseyfield Road, Little Falls, NY, Town Salisbury,
Herkimer County, The purpose of Mr. Fravor's visit was to do a deep well test dig to assess this parcel's
impact on wetlands the APA feels might be threatened. This parcel is owned by Gary Seeley of 1016
Military Road, Little Falls, NY, Town of Salisbury, Herkimer County. Mr. Seeley is seeking approval from the
Town of Salisbury ZBA/Planning Board to subdivide the above mentioned parcel. Because this parcel is
located in The Adirondack Park, the Town of Salisbury ZBA/ Planning Board has had to wait for the APA's
assessment of this subdivision request, before our board can issue its decision.

On October 10, 2025 a GML239 application was filed by the Town of Salisbury ZBA/Planning Board. and
submitted to The Herkimer-Oneida Comprehensive Planning Board for their approval of the subdivision of
Parcel # 091.2-1-4, located at 1537 Jerseyfield Road, Little Falls, NY, Town of Salisbury, Herkimer County:.
On October 20, 2025, The Herkimer-Oneida Planning Board issued their decision. Their decision stated that
they took no exception to the subdivision request.
